o Burst, collapse, axial, and compression strength equal or higher than pipe

body

o Connection ID similar to pipe body ID
o External shoulder profile on connector, for use with casing elevators
o Metal-to-metal or elastomer seals
o Quick connect/make up characteristics

e Large OD casing subject to standards of most recent version of American
Petroleum Institute (API) Spec 5L, Specification for Line Pipe
