Double Drum Personnel-riding Winder

e Double drum winder cage 5-lug jack catch box, support frames, and energy
absorption buffers, complete for the headframe — 2 sets

e Double drum winder counterweight 5-lug jack catch box, support frames, and
energy absorption buffers, complete for the headframe — 2 sets

All jack catch assemblies must be supplied including steelwork anchor fasteners for use on
the Koepe Production winder and Double Drum Personnel-riding winder.

The following items are specifically excluded from this scope and will be supplied by
others:

e Conveyances

e Detaching hooks, links and drawbars

e Arresting devices

e  Civil / structural work pertaining to the arresting devices

e Installation in the headframe

e  Off-loading on site
